
Warren St. John is a feature writer for The New York Times and best-selling author of Ram-
mer Jammer Yellow Hammer: A Road Trip into the Heart of Fan Mania (2004). Rammer Jam-
mer was named one of Sports Illustrated’s best books of the year and ranked number one on 
the Chronicle of Higher Education’s list of the best books ever written about collegiate ath-
letics.   
 
His latest book, and Missouri State's 2012-2013 common reader, Outcasts United: A Refugee 
Team, an American Town (2009) was released to rave reviews.  Warren’s research for Out-
casts United led to an acclaimed series of front page stories in The New York Times about 
the Fugees and the struggle of Clarkston to adapt to its new identity, and he has appeared 
on the Today Show, National Public Radio, MSNBC, CNN and other outlets to discuss his re-
porting on the town and team in his book.
